MOU SRO Quarterly Performance Report

Overview

Quarterly meetings between Alexandria City Public Schools (ACPS) and the Alexandria Police
Department (APD) are required as part of the SLEP Memorandum of Understanding (June
2023). Meetings are scheduled to occur August, November, February and May. The most
recent meeting occurred on Tuesday, November 7, 2023. This report period includes August
